The SCYP project (pronounced “skip”) uses the research and development of an intelligent assistant for students at the University of Toronto as a research platform to:

· advance emerging approaches to accessibility that are based on automated personalization of the user interface and resource within a mobile online service environment,

· create an extendable framework for a knowledge broker which coordinates a number of disparate information services and distills the information so that it directly responds to the individual’s current, contextualized information needs: “what I need to know, when I need to know it in a form that I can use it in,”

· develop a system that gathers contextual, geospatial and personal information to tailor the delivery of information to the needs of the user, and

· create an innovative environment for student engagement to conduct meaningful applied research in a broad range of topics and disciplines including computer science, engineering, human computer interfaces and information studies but also sociology, knowledge media design, ethics and disability studies.

Fluid is an open, collaborative project to improve the user experience of community source software. Our goal is to help improve the user experience of community source web applications including Sakai, uPortal, Kuali Student and Moodle. Fluid combines both design and technology to create a living library of sharable user interface components that can be reused across projects.
