Which article I read:

Tim O'Reilly: “What Is Web 2.0: Design Patterns and Business Models for the Next Generation of Software”

The main message of the article:

Tim O’Reilly talks about what current Web 2.0 applications exist.  He also covers the design patterns of creating a Web 2.0 application.  Another part of the paper talks about why Web 2.0 is such a big deal and why it is better than Web 1.0.
