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1. Don Norman in the article put forth his view of cheating, as it is an act of collaborating. His view of cheating happening is due to the existing educational system’s reward system which is too empathized on letter result-grading. He feels that the knowledge gains in their own pace through corporative work is much more important. School should be reconstructed to avoid competitive and arbitrary grading but focus on deeper understanding and corporative interests.
