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In my opinion, point no.6 is the most important to better prepare IT workers for a successful future in the system. Followed by the rapid growth in IT, the demand of IT workers is increased dramatically. A strong technical training and the effective education systems should be able to produce the next generation with competitive IT knowledge and skills. While the community is investing in research and development, they must be ready and always be open arm to accept the innovative and creative results from the research findings. I believe every nation can play their own role to contribute their knowledge and skills into IT industry. Though the traditional Chinese educational system more emphasis on rote learning, Chinese can spend their time on value–added outcomes instead of study how the theories derive from. 
The transfer of software development jobs from developing countries has boosted the economic growth of the offshore countries. It creates more IT job opportunities. It transfers the technology to the local industries. After the conception of idea of Multimedia Super Corridor in year 1996, the government has invested huge money in IT research and development. The higher institutions also provide IT-related courses and training to the students as a response to the call from the government in producing IT workers for the coming demand. As a result, many IT graduated had over flooded the IT industry. Many are jobless and some are moving into other field. Therefore, the software offshore in Malaysia definitely advantages the local community. In fact, the developed countries that going offshore indeed reduce their operation costs due to the lower labor pay in developing countries like Malaysia.
