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For the ‘How to give a good research talk’, I agree with the authors on almost all topics. However, the OHP slides is too old fashioned, I think. The OHP makes the audience more tired. The computer slides also does some moves in it to focus more on the topic as writing on the OHP directly on the OHP at the presentation time does.
Gerhard’s Advice is useful to me. There is a roadmap for the Ph.D. and how to use the advisor and committee members. One question is the time. The technology in Computer Science is developing so fast that we need to speed up on reading papers, studying the field and publishing before it is gone. If we spend much time on studying, we may miss the right time for writing. How can we get the right time? I understand that we should study new topics for life. The time problem is to catch up the trend, to lead the trend.
The resource I usually use is ‘google’. Any topic, any kind of paper I can find on the web is on google with some constraints such as ‘site:.edu’ and ‘filetype:pdf’. After that, I can get the paper on the library if it is not on the web. In addition, sometimes ‘siteseer’ is also useful for the referenced paper. If there is a paper of the ‘giant’, the papers have referenced the giant’s paper are easily searched on the siteseer.
